Concerns relating to the proposals to develop Green belt land to the South of Enfield Road 
CPRE London is the London branch of the Campaign to Protect Rural England. We are a membership based charity concerned with the protection and enhancement of London’s Green Belt, Metropolitan Open Land and urban open and green spaces. We have over 2,700 members across London.

We are extremely concerned by your description of described the Green Belt land to the south of Enfield Road, known locally at the Glebe Land, as ‘available for development’. This is categorically not the case: it is not identified in the Local Plan and Green Belt land is afforded the highest level of protection, not to be developed except in very special circumstances. This land is highly valued by local residents and we would expect Enfield Council to enforce its protected status. 
Please remove this misleading text from your website as a matter of urgency. Please could you also explain to us why you feel that this land is available for development?
You also state that Trent Park is ‘available for development’ however this also has Green Belt status. Please could you correct this statement and also explain why do feel this is ‘available for development’? 
Within the “A new school -> the need” webpage, you have stated that: “The search has discounted existing school land, public parks, public playing fields and cemeteries”.  This suggests that the search has not followed the current government’s brownfield first policy, seemingly focussing your search in green spaces.
Please can you explain why you are not looking for Brownfield sites for the new school?
